The oil passes through a flow 
   control cartridge and this slows the lowering speed, irrespective of the load on the 
   table. 
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This product is normally assembled before delivery. 
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With the table fully lowered, the top hinges to allow access to the hydraulics. 
All hinged points have nylon bearings and the ball races are sealed, therefore, little maintenance should be 
required. 
 
Daily: The machine should be checked daily by the operator for obvious damage and oil leaks. Faults 

should be reported. 
 
Monthly: Check the oil for serious oil leaks (with hydraulic units some oil may escape around the 

cylinder which lubricates the seal, if in doubt check with engineer).  Check that the brake is in 
working order. 

 
Annually:    The table should be re-tested. 
 
Note:    Table should be re-tested after any repairs have been carried out. 
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The hydraulic pump is filled with TELLUS 22 or ISO VG22 equivalent. 
 
It will be necessary to top up the hydraulic oil occasionally via the filler.  Only fill with enough oil to allow the table 
to lift to full height - overfilling will cause leakage.  To top up with oil, adjust the mechanism or work on any part of 
the pump, the table should be completely lowered and the top hinged back for access to the hydraulic systems.
